The mission of Ballet West is to entertain and excite audiences in Utah and worldwide by presenting 
great classical ballets, historical masterpieces and new cutting-edge creations with the highest standards 
of artistic and professional excellence. We are dedicated to building future ballet artists and audiences by 
providing excellent classical ballet training, and to offer outstanding education and outreach programs 
that will inspire children and adults alike from all walks of life. 
To fulfill that mission statement, as a professional arts organization, Ballet West has been committed to 
providing quality educational programs for all communities throughout the State of Utah since its incep-
tion in 1963. Comprehensive programs are specifically designed to educate teachers and students of all 
ages and introduce them to the art of ballet and dance. These educational programs are vital and intrin-
sic to the mission of Ballet West as an arts institution. Programs are designed to be comprehensive, edu-
cational and to serve the entire state, while the focus is dedicated to portraying the individual artist’s 
creative impact on students in formats that encourage one-on-one expression and contact. 
The purpose of Ballet West’s extensive programs is to provide opportunities to all of Utah’s students en-
hancing their educational experience in a manner conducive to their personal enrichment and in the 
broader spectrum, the enrichment of society; to preserve and promote the state of Utah’s diverse cultural 
heritage; and to continue the advancement of the art form of dance. The future of ballet is as important 
as its heritage; therefore, the educational programs of Ballet West are designed to nurture and promote 
both. Arts in education is nationally recognized to enrich and broaden the academic achievements of stu-
dents.  Ballet West shares the belief that the highest quality of dance enlightens, challenges, motivates 
and edifies the minds, bodies and spirits of all young people in Utah. Ballet West has designed its educa-
tional programs to reach students throughout different stages of their education. These programs vary in 
approach, while maintaining the consistent goal of enhancing core-curriculum concepts and life skills 
concepts in a manner that is understandable and enjoyable for the students. Ballet West believes these 
endeavors are so vital to the well being of this community and the development of the art form, that a full 
time Director of Educational Programs and a full time education associate is on staff. 
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The goals and objectives of this program in 
relation to students, teachers and community 
are as follows: 
� Teach students how to dance. 
� Build an appreciation for dance as an art 
form. 
� Instill discipline, self confidence, and a sense of achievement through the 
use of core-curriculum and life skills concepts. 
� Expose students to other cultures and their respective music and dance 
forms. 
� Provide an opportunity for students to employ the concepts of collaboration 
and dedication to execute the year-end performance. 
� Enhance the State Core Curriculum for dance. 
� Collaborate with the State Office of Education and school communities in 
planning the content for work in the schools. 
� Work in conjunction with other POPS organizations specializing in dance, in 
order to include each of the forty districts within a three-year period. 

As a dance instructive program, Ballet West’s I CAN DO program goals for 
student learning target the fifth-grade core-curriculum specifically in all areas of moving, investigating, creating 
and connecting. As the program works with the children in a 20-week (plus) course, all aspects of the fifth 
grade dance core curriculum are targeted and covered. Teaching strategies employed in the I CAN DO pro-
gram address dance core-curriculum targets and life skills through hands-on methods.  From the initial class, 
teachers are employing methods to stimulate students’ participation in the choreographic process as well as 
providing opportunities for students to assess themselves on an ongoing basis. The experience of learning 
dance concepts, polishing these concepts and then executing a year-end performance encompasses multiple 
core-curriculum concepts. Students take risks to maximize learning, develop positive self-improvement, inte-

DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAMS AND SERVICESDESCRIPTION OF PROGRAMS AND SERVICES   
  

I CAN DO, an acronym for Inspiring Children About Not Dropping Out, offers fifth-grade students a hands-on 
dance education experience and performance opportunities. The instruction and execution of the year-end 
performance encompasses the Utah State Office of Education core curriculum and life skills concepts. During 
the six-month residency of the I CAN DO program, students participate in lessons that include moving, investi-
gating, creating and connecting concepts as well as life skills concepts necessary to prepare for and partici-
pate in the execution of a performance. Dance faculty members, including for-
mer professional dancers from Ballet West, professional dance teachers, and 
graduates from the Dance Departments at the University of Utah, conduct 
weekly hour-long classes within their respective schools. I CAN DO offers fur-
ther dance opportunities for students who express an interest in continuing 
their dance education. This student group, called the Dream Team, attends 
classes outside of school time to further develop their skills. Students from pre-
vious Dream Team groups are invited to participate in following school years 
as the Celebration Team. Students have the opportunity to exhibit their accom-
plishments before family, friends and the community at a year-end perform-
ance. While the performance displays the result of the dedication of the stu-
dents, the preparatory time spent by the students allows for a forum in which 
students employ core-curriculum and life skills concepts to collaborate with a 
group to complete a project. The end result is a polished year-end perform-
ance. A year-end lecture demonstration is also held within each school for the 
benefit of all students attending that school. A more compact version of the 
program has been presented in a number of schools in an offering which can 
range anywhere from three to ten classes. A one-touch workshop based on the 
principles of this program has also been developed and implemented. 



As we remain in schools for extended periods of time, we see how our presence in the school helps to contrib-
ute to a positive school climate. The classroom teacher provides us with insight into how we may be impacting 
both the students and their school. Sue Veatch, a fifth grade teacher at Hillsdale Elementary in the Granite 
School District writes, “What our students lack are experiences that will give them the background knowledge 

they need to build a sound education upon. The parents of our students, like most parents, 
love their children and want what is best for them. But our parents are not in a position 

to give their children those experiences. Most of our parents could not give their chil-
dren a world class dance lesson as provided by Ballet West. The I CAN DO pro-
gram is tailor made for a school like Hillsdale. Our students are exposed to great 
music and are taught how to express that music using their bodies. Along with that 
they gain confidence in themselves and their ability to accomplish other activities. 
A student in my class this year, Julia, is quite overweight. As a result she is very 

shy and hesitant to do anything in front of her peers. Through I CAN DO, she gained 
a tremendous amount of self esteem. I watched this shy child run across the gym and 

do her leaps in front of the entire school. This is something Julia will be able to take with her 
and use as a reminder of her worth. I am thrilled to be a part of this great program.”    
In feedback provided to I CAN DO Faculty member Anne Marie Smith, Jeny Petersen, a 5th grade teacher at 
Washington Elem. in Davis School District wrote, “What a great year for I CAN DO! My class had such a good 
time learning about dance, and we so appreciate all the time and effort you took to provide us with such a 
great experience! I always love to watch how things change from the very first dance session all the way to the 
last. There is always so much change! They always go from nervous and worried some even hating every min-
ute of it, to those that can't wait till Friday comes! They are found practicing leaps and other dance moves out 
on the play ground, to enjoying their I CAN DO music played while they work on their art. The world of dance 
has been opened up to them in such a positive way, and by a teacher that they know cares about them, who 
knows each of them by name within the first week of class, and 
then has shown them that they are capable of things they didn't 
know they could do!” She goes on to illustrate that the students 
themselves recognize the change as she shared, “We had such a 
fun discussion this morning about how they felt at the beginning of 
the year and how they feel now. We talked about all they had 
learned, and what their most favorite things were. Many talked 
about how it was so hard and discouraging at the beginning of the 
year. A few even said ‘scary’! As time went by, they said, it got 
easier and much more fun! There were quite a few that wished it 
could continue on! You will definitely be missed on Fridays.”

grate a variety of thinking skills into holistic processes, ex-
press ideas, feelings and beliefs aesthetically, and work 
toward appropriate closure. (These five life skills listed 
above are just some examples of the many concepts ad-
dressed in the I CAN DO program.) By producing a year-
end performance, the students then have the opportunity to 
show, through dance, what they have learned. Students in 
grades 6 – 9 who continue in the program are also edu-
cated in all aspects of the dance core-curriculum for their 
appropriate grade levels. Within each school community, 
Ballet West collaborates with the principals and faculty to 
become an integral part of the school. Ballet West’s com-
mitment to maintaining this ongoing relationship with each 
school facilitates the capacity at the school for the con-
tinuation of the program’s goals.

Ballet West Student In-Theater Presentations:  These presentations are designed for all levels of elemen-
tary and secondary school students. In-Theater Presentations provide students with the opportunity to experi-
ence a fully-produced ballet performance in a theatrical setting. Prior to the presentations, teachers receive a 
packet with general ballet information, etiquette, glossary, illustrations, bibliography and specific information on 
the ballets they will be seeing. All packets include follow-up projects and activities to assist teachers with their 
efforts to connect to the Utah State Core Curriculum. Our post-presentation questionnaire also gives the stu-
dents an opportunity to respond in their own words and through drawings of what they have seen, learned and 
felt. A further in-depth opportunity is included in the invitation to attend these presentations. Ballet West offers 
teacher and student workshops called Getting the Pointé , which are held within the classroom of their own 
school, either prior to and/or following their attendance at the presentations. These workshops are coordinated 
and designed with the teacher specifically to build and enhance their confidence, tools and abilities to take this 
opportunity back to the classroom and build upon the student’s experience. 
An introduction that begins each presentation includes information relevant to each ballet, as well as various 
elements of stagecraft and the range of occupations related to 
the theater. Often these presentations are interactive with the 
attending students, allowing the audience a unique perspective 
into the art of ballet. The one-hour program presents a selected 
portion of the repertoire that is currently being performed for the 
general public. Attendance to these presentations is set up with 
the cooperation of the fine arts coordinators of all districts willing 
and able to attend. 
During the 2009-2010 year, students had the opportunity to attend 15 presentations from either story ballets 
such as The Dream,  Swan Lake or The Nutcracker, or selections from our spring repertory program 
“Balanchine’s America” which featured the George Balanchine’s Serenade, Agon, and Stars and Stripes , or 
our Innovations program which presented newly choreographed ballets; Row by Charlotte Boye-Christensen, 
But Never Doubt I Love by choreographer Helen Pickett and Outward  by Aidan DeYoung. 
Also tied in with our Student In-Theater Presentations are several advanced programs. First Look  is tar-
geted to give students and teachers an opportunity to see an entire performance as a fully integrated learning 
experience. This program is designed to further acquaint multiple grade levels with ballet and the evolution of 
the art form by presenting full-length ballets and repertory programs in their entirety. Ballet West invites stu-
dents to an intimate look at the first dress rehearsal of a performance. With pre-presentation discussions and 
opportunities for further discussion during intermissions, students are able to recognize the attributes of an au-
dience; develop and use criteria for evaluating authenticity, substance and excellence; and engage in aes-
thetic activities for enjoyment and personal growth. Information packets are provided along the same lines as 

the shorter performances offered during schools hours. Students and 
teachers were invited to three First Look  opportunities this year. Get-
ting the Pointé  workshop opportunities are also available for these 
presentations. Ballet West also offers student rush half-price tickets to 
students one hour before regular performances. Ballet West had 724 
students take advantage of this opportunity last year. Ballet West also 
offers our Speakers Bureau . With a video presentation led by trained 
docents including Ballet West staff or dancers. This is an engaging 
event which helps students to experience a day in the life of a dancer, 
to learn the intricacies of bringing a ballet to the stage, or to get a be-
hind-the-scenes story of the men in tights and women in tutus.

The program Ballet West Student In-Theater Presentations  is connected to and enhances the State Core 
Curriculum for grades K – 6 and Secondary Dance. This program is different each time it is presented and dif-
ferent targets are chosen for each presentation. Student learning activities offered through In-Theater Presen-
tations address all aspects of the curriculum for K – 6 including: moving, investigating, creating and connect-
ing, as well as for Secondary Dance including: technique, elements of dance, creative/choreographic proc-
esses and meaning which are touched upon in varying degrees. During the instructional segments, strategies 

are implemented to enhance the students’ and teachers’ awareness of the 
life skills of evaluating, interpreting, organizing and synthesizing information. 
Other strategies include engaging students in the communal-learning proc-
ess, which assist students in learning to evaluate the situation, organize the 
information and synthesize it to successfully integrate the core-curriculum 
concepts. The students utilize the same skills when observing the dance 
pieces.  Because the pieces are performed without narrative, students are 
left to interpret the stimuli they hear in the music and see in the dancing to 
understand the artistic expression of the dancers and the choreographer.  As 
well, the concept of identifying personal interests, abilities and qualities of 
character that lead to a career path is enhanced as students are able to par-
ticipate in or witness participation with professional dancers who are able to 
show how hard work and perseverance were key elements in their ability to 
achieve their goal of becoming a professional dancer.  
The above listed concepts are continually addressed in each In-Theatre 
Presentation. Additional concepts are addressed specifically to the produc-
tion. As each In-Theatre Presentation coincides with Ballet West’s perform-
ances, unique concepts found in each piece are introduced and elaborated 

upon in the presentation. Through a narrative that begins each presentation, the students and teachers are 
directed to look for various aspects and towards appropriate core concepts. This strategy allows teachers to 
further expand upon these ideas and core concepts in the classroom.  Exposure to this high degree of profes-
sionalism and artistry enables students to further their artistic 
intelligence and sensitivity to the art form.  Ballet West tar-
gets teachers to attend multiple presentations either within a 
year or consecutive years to further build the teacher’s expo-
sure and opportunities for further development. By accessing 
the Getting the Pointé  workshop opportunities, teachers are 
able to take a different approach to providing an in-depth ex-
perience for their students.

Ballet West for Children: This lecture demonstration is designed to give elementary school audiences an in-
troduction to the art of ballet as well as address key dance core-curriculum and life skills concepts. This year’s 
presentation titled Ballet and The Sleeping Beauty  was presented by a touring group of Ballet West II danc-
ers and a narrator. This 50-minute presentation, within the school’s facility, includes a lecture demonstration, 
student participation, and a condensed performance of The Sleeping Beauty ballet.   
Prior to the performance, teachers receive a packet with general ballet information, etiquette, glossary, illustra-
tions, bibliography and specific information about The Sleeping Beauty ballet to help prepare the students 
and teachers for the presentation. All packets include follow-up projects and activities which assist teachers 
with their efforts to incorporate the Utah State Core Curriculum in their classroom. Our post performance ques-
tionnaire also gives the students an opportunity to respond in their own words and through drawings to what 
they have seen, learned and felt. As with our Student In-Theater presentations, Ballet West offers teacher and 
student workshops called Getting the Pointé  which are held within the classroom of their own school, either 
prior to and/or following their attendance at the demonstration. These workshops are coordinated and 
designed with the teacher specifically to build and enhance their confidence, tools and abilities to integrate this 
demonstration within the classroom and build upon the student’s experience. 
The versatility of this program allowed us to take the 
art of ballet into 128 elementary and charter schools, 
in 18 districts throughout the state of Utah. The 11 
Wasatch Front districts receive performances every 
year; the number of schools within each district deter-
mines allocation. To reach all the elementary school 
children Statewide, Ballet West rotates the perform-
ances with other districts throughout the State and 
arranges tours to cover each elementary school in 
that district. By coordinating with the district supervi-
sors of all districts involved, each principal is person-
ally contacted to discuss the program and perform-
ance date. The five to six-year program rotation is de-
signed to reach every elementary school throughout 
the State, thus reaching all children at least once 
while they are in elementary school. 

In our presentations, we look to provide inspiration 
to teachers to springboard their attendance into in-
corporating core concepts into the classroom. By 
bringing students up on stage to try short easily ac-
cessible lessons, teachers are able to see how eas-
ily students can relate to what they are experiencing 
from the dancers. Instant assessment takes place 
as we instruct the students on a particular concept 
and we instantly see success. The photos of stu-
dents interacting with Ballet West Company dancers 
included in this section illustrate how easily they em-
brace the experience and integrate the learning 
process. Some comments from students reinforce 
these achievements and show changed percep-
tions. Macie C., a 6th grader from Heritage Elemen-
tary in Davis District wrote, “I thought it was very 

interesting – even without words you could understand the story.  I like how Balanchine told his stories on his 
experiences.” While Alyssa S., a 6th grade student from Horizon Elementary in Murray District, made several 
different connections and commented, “The dances are not as easy as they look.  When I went up on stage, 
they told me to follow the swans.  It was harder than it looked.  The boys wear tights so you can see the mus-
cles and movement of their legs. A lot of ballet is math and fractions.” Another 6th grade student from Horizon, 
Desi T., reflected, “I thought that ballet was a girlie slow sport and after seeing the performance it was the op-
posite of what I thought.  It was awesome and I liked how all the dancers worked together.”

Ballet West for Children is connected to and enhances the State Core Curriculum for grade levels K – 6. The 
presentation targets the major categories of moving, investigating, creating and connecting for all levels. As 
explanations are given by the dancer presenters, students are exposed to and educated through ballet and 
dance. The targets for the programs are healthy dance practices, elements of training and a career in dance, 
and movement qualities and possibilities. Keeping the presentation diverse in its approach to disseminating a 
wide variety of information allows Ballet West to strategically engage and involve the students and teachers. 
Also through student participation, students tie-in actual movements to the dance technique. These topics pro-
vide a springboard upon which teachers can further elaborate within their own classrooms. Ballet West pro-
vides comprehensive pre- and post-information packets which assist teachers in identifying specific learning 
concepts shown in the presentation. The connection of a live performance ties all the elements presented into 
a final package. By presenting a highly polished and professional performance, students and teachers are able 
to further enrich their aesthetic intelligence and sensitivities to the art form. The students then react by creating 
their own responses to the presentation in writing and drawing. By accessing the Getting the Pointé  work-
shop opportunities, teachers are able to take a different approach to providing an in-depth experience for their 
students.  
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The goals and objectives of these presentations in relation to stu-
dents, teachers and community are as follows: 
� Introduce the art of ballet to elementary school students in their 

schools.    
� Cultivate knowledge and appreciation of the art of ballet.  
� Offer a stimulating and engaging presentation which encourages 

teachers to springboard the learning process in the classroom.

Classroom teachers sometimes provide us with the best assessments of our 
programs and provide us with excellent feedback to inform us that we are ac-
complishing our goals. At Panorama Elementary in Washington School District, 
Carol Boehme reflected, “The information packet that was provided to our school 
prior to the assembly was extremely informative and helpful. It broadened and 
deepened understanding of this art form. I was excited learning and understand-
ing how to interpret the story through pantomime, facial expressions and body 
movements, and I enjoyed sharing it with my students.” While Scott Reeve, a 2nd 
grade teacher at Samuel Morgan Elementary in Davis School District., observed, 
“My second grade class was mesmerized by the wonderful ‘Sleeping Beauty’ 
program. The pre-visit materials were just what we need  to get my class excited 
about the ballet. I found it particularly helpful to focus attention on the athleticism required to be a professional 

dancer. Both boys and girls were, therefore, enthralled for the entire program…This is 
certainly the most entertaining, educational, and potentially influential assembly of the 
year.”

Ballet West remains committed to constantly assessing its programs to discover how well we are achieving our 
goals and to maintain and improve the high level of excellence our programs are known for. Ballet West par-
ticipates in peer reviews with other POPS groups which provide an excellent opportunity to receive perspec-
tives from our peers regarding effectiveness, quality and program content. Using various assessment tools 
such as rubrics, tension grids, anecdotal responses and personal interviews with students, teachers, and ad-
ministrators, we are able to glean a diverse assessment of how we are doing and what our students and 
teachers are learning. This information helps to us to adjust and fine-tune our programming to strengthen what 
we present.  
Ballet West coordinates with other POPS dance companies to ensure that all 40 districts throughout the state 
are serviced every three years. Ballet West’s I CAN DO program will continue to expand to include more 
schools. Ballet West will continue to offer the Ballet West for Children  program to all Elementary Schools 
throughout the State of Utah by using a schedule that targets each school once every five-six years. The goal 
of this program is to be available to students at least once while they are in their elementary school years. Bal-
let West Student In-Theater Presentations are offered to any school who would like to attend and are limited 
to seating availability. A percentage of seats to these performances are designated to school districts who are 
within reasonable driving distance of the theater where performances are being held, but a certain number of 
seats are held to accommodate schools that may want to attend from outlying districts as well. The following 
chart illustrates where we have been in the last three years and where we will go in the next four to accomplish 
these goals.
